Guidelines

e Masks are required at all times while in the facility by all non-participant attendees

o Participants include: Athletes, coaches, and officials on the performing court(s)

o Masks WILL be required for all athletes, coaches, and officials while not participating
o Tickets are required for all attendees, with the exception of Pre-K and younger.

e As public health guidelines evolve, there may be additional changes to event policies and procedures.

o ALL event attendees will be required to go through the security screening process upon entry to the venue. This
includes passing through magnetometers (metal detectors) as well as bag checks.

It is recommended to arrive early to ensure enough time prior to game start to get through security screening.

Prohibited Items
o Backpacks or other bags that are larger than 12" x 6" x 12"

o Weapons of any kind, including guns, knives, pepper spray/mace, or anything that management determines to be
potentially injurious or may otherwise affect the safety of other guests or the performance of the event.

e Animals (exception for certified service animals)

e Food and beverage (non- and alcoholic)

e Coolers (of any kind)

e Glass or metal containers (of any kind)

¢ lllegal substances

e Laser pointers

e Fireworks or explosives

¢ Remote controlled flying devices or UAVs (unmanned aerial vehicles)
e Distribution of unauthorized promotional or commercial material

e Umbrellas

e Other items management considers a potential hinderance or threat may also be prohibited
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
